Restorative Practices at Mulga Street 
  
Restorative Practices is a system of formal and informal processes that build and sustain a culture of kindness, 
respect, responsibility and justice. Ultimately supporting and facilitating the building of healthy relationships.  
 
Restorative practices creates a culture in which everyone feels like they belong. They build a particular sense of 
community in which every member--students, teacher, SSO, parent volunteers--feel that they are seen, heard, 
and respected. 
 
Key Goals of Restorative Practice 
*To understand the harm done and develop empathy for both the harmed and the harmer. 
*To listen and respond to the needs of the person harmed and the person who harmed. 
*To encourage accountability and responsibility through personal reflection within a collaborative planning 
process. 
*To reintegrate the harmer into the community. 
*To create caring climates to support healthy communities. 
*To change the system when it contributes to the harm. 
 
All teachers, staff and students are becoming very familiar with the tools of restorative questioning. These form 
the basis for our interaction and engagement, as we support and enable each other to operate 
confidently within our own realms of responsibility as teachers, students and in your case, parents.

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Literacy Spotlight  

Classroom teachers are currently completing reading benchmarks using Fountas and Pinnell resources. A

understanding and use this information to plan for learning outcomes. Like earlier in the year; classroom 
teachers are no longer reporting a reading level to families after they have completed a reading benchmark. 
Our end of school report will no longer state which reading level your child/ren are on. Teachers will instead 
inform you of reading behaviours they have noticed while listening to your child read. They may inform you 
of behaviours your child is competent in as well as behaviours they need to develop. It is important to

We can all learn to manage our feelings in different ways especially the hard to have 
feelings we experience.   
 
Below are Helpful Ways to Talk About Feelings (Part 1 of 2 part series)  
 
Size 
When your child shares an upset feeling, ask them to show you with their body if the feeling is small, medium, 

or big. Use your arms and hands to communicate each size as you speak it. For example, ñAre you a little mad, 

medium-sized mad, or really, really big mad?ò When we talk about the size of feelings, we are helping our 

children learn that feelings: 

 

 Come in different intensities 

 Come and go 

 Can be made smaller or more manageable when we learn what to say and do to make things better 

 
Practice 
Use the word ´practiceµ frequently as you practice your own communication and guide your child to practice 

their communication. For example, you might talk about your own communication by saying something like, ñI 

am going to practice my patience so I can make sure to handle this situation with kindness.ò Or you 

might coach your child by saying, ñPractice using your Talking Voice so I can listen to what is upsetting 

you.ò When you use the word ´practice,µ your children will understand that we need to put effort in and try 

again when we have not yet formed a positive communication habit. Let your children know that practice does 

not make perfect, but it does make things better! 

 
Tools 
Talk with your child about how tools help us. Hammers help us build. Pencils help us draw and write.  

Communication tools help us make and keep friends and do our best in school. Using the word ´toolsµ makes 

communication sound and feel more tangible and lets children know there are positive actions we use to help 

us express feelings. (The Kimochis Keys to Communication are the tools!) 
Have fun trying these different ways of communicating in your family.
