It was also pleasing, on having a
conversation with a middle primary teacher, that the
students are able to articulate that they need to find
learning challenging or they are not learning and they
need to be persistent.

On a totally different note | would like to encourage
families to be using and promoting the appropriate use
of language. The words we use with each other can
have a negative effect on the way we feel and this is
often when children respond with violence, as they do
not have any other strategies to manage their
emotions. Many students are using very inappropriate
words when they have not achieved the outcome they
want or someone has annoyed them or they feel the
need to say something to another person with the
intent to put them down and hurt. The disagreements
and incidents of violence we see here at Mulga Street
Primary School between students often begin with
someone saying something inappropriate. The violence
is not ok and the words aren’t either. We would like
this to stop. It is not ok to use hurtful words towards
another person as this is a form of verbal violence and if
continued over time, bullying. Together we can create
a respectful community of learners.
