Dear Families,

The winter illnesses are well and truly upon us and
whilst your children get sick, staff also get sick and need
to take a day or days off to recover. During winter we
often find that there are no relief teachers to take the
place of the regular classroom teacher. When this
occurs we will most often split the children up amongst
other classrooms. This may mean that when you come
to collect your child at the end of the day they may not
be in the classroom as normal, we will try to have
children back to their regular pick up place at the end of
the day but sometimes this may not occur. Please
instruct your child not to leave the school grounds but
to head to the front office if they cannot find you and
collect them from there. Alternately, arrange to meet
them at a certain under-cover spot in the yard and have
this become the normal pick up spot. Please let the
classroom teacher know if you are going to start doing
this so that they are able to support the transition.

READING CORNER

Why talk about books before reading them?
Introducing a book is necessary for children of all ages.
As adults, we do our own introductions when we’re
selecting what to read. We read the blurb, look at the
number of pages, the size of the font, the author’s
name (familiar and comfortable, or new and intriguing),
and glance at the photos, illustrations, diagrams and so
on. Children need to be introduced to this process as
well. It’s much easier to read a book if you already know
something about it.
If your child has already read the book, then your
discussion about it may be short. You may just like to
ask your child what you can expect to hear him or her
to be reading about.
A new book may need a longer conversation. You can
do this in a range of ways:

e Talk about the title, author, pictures and blurb

(you may like to read the book dedication and

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If your child has read another book about the
same topic or by the same author, discuss what
seems to be the same or different about this
book.

Discuss how to pronounce the names of
characters and places in the book.

Ask your child to predict what the book might
be about, using the information from your
earlier conversation.

Talking for understanding

Sometimes it’s useful to ask a question while your child
is reading, to confirm his or her understandings or to
suggest a strategy, for example:

e What do you think this says here?

back while your child takes
healthy risks. To build
confidence in the world, kids have to take chances,
make choices and take responsibility for them. As a
parent it is important we don’t rescue our children from
failure all the time. Eg you might be sitting on the other
side of a room and see your 2 year old try to lift up a
large jug full of juice. He then tries to pour it into a cup.
You know it will go everywhere but you let the child try.
Then the child grabs the paper towel and cleans the
mess up. He has solved his own problem — just like we
do as successful adults.

4. Let kids make their own choices

Children will feel more powerful if they make their own
age-appropriate choices. Children as young as 2 can
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start considering the consequences of their decisions.
Let them get dressed on their own deciding what
clothes are appropriate for the weather today. When
they know the difference between warm and cold, they
will know what to wear. This teaches them to have
control over their bodies and take responsibility for
their choices.

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5. Let them help around the house

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LH1B NEWS

In LH1B, we are mad about
maths!

We quantify and partition number

In  mathematics, LH1B students
explore number and place value
using concrete materials. With our
counters we quantified different
numbers and investigated what
these amounts would look like
within ten frames.

We also had a go at
partitioning two -digit
numbers using MAB blocks
and a place value chart.

We are learning to skip count:

In term 1, the Year 1 students in LH1B
began learning about number patterns
